Dairy Festival - Cuba, NY

June 4 - 6, 2010

The weather was variable for the weekend with great calm conditions Friday evening. We had Thunderstorms both Friday and Saturday evenings. Except for the calmer early morning and late afternoon on Saturday it was too breezy to throw although temps peaked in the upper 70’s and a beautiful cloud-strewn sky was provided throughout the day. Sunday was windy with scattered showers, flying tarps and temps dropping into the 60’s that everyone braved just for the fun of throwing, knowing it was lucky to hit the target (which was only done by two throwers for all ten attempts – Melissa & Douglas).  Various people had their personal or season’s best as noted in the listings below.  In all, we had 19 competitors.  

Cook-outs were had on Saturday with flintknappers and atlatlists and several dishes to pass. Some took walks into town for the festival activities as well as rides and prizes at the carnival. In the hazy sky with threatening showers the Cuba Fire Departments fireworks display could be watched from our park.

Thanks to Greg Bessette for bringing two trailer loads of damp hay bales from the Letchworth State Park event last week-end to provide for our throwing backstops as well as being our cook provider for the Saturday feast.

Cuba Shoot-out


Although it was too windy for this event, in the past, contestants would shoot at various distances between 6 and 26 meters at the ISAC Target until the first person to win three targets by the highest score. In general the contestants would move back each time, but sometimes they would mutually agree to move up or stay at a particular distance.

Last Mammoth Hunter Standing


The life-sized mammoth was attired with a circular target representing the kill zone and the vitals as the inner circle. Each hunter was allowed three shots to strike the target which would allow the hunter to continue at the next round, three meters farther back (represented as a “+” in the chart below). If the hunter struck the inner circle they would earn an extra throw when needed on a later round (represented as a “@” in the chart below). The hunters were arranged from last year’s highest...top five average ISAC scores...to lowest and started at increasingly closer distances as outlined below. As each hunter failed at the given distance they were assigned a place ranking in the chart below:
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Despite the windy day we started a little farther back than last year so as to shorten the game a bit. There were twelve hunters left standing ater the first round, nine after the second round, seven after the third, but only two hunters were left standing after the fourth round. The final two hunters were unsuccessful in their fifth round at their respective distance of 32 and 29 meters and so it was the “survivor” that provided the meat for his tribe. A final three volleys from everyone at 35 meters concluded the spectacle.
